The Constitution of India was adopted on
26 November 1949, It came into effect on
26 January 1950. On that day the
assembly ceased to exist transforming
itself into the provisional Parliament of
India until a new Parliament was
constituted in 1952, While deliberating
upon the draft Constitution, the Assembly
moved, discussed and disposed of 2473
amendments out of a total of 7635
amendments tabled.

Out of the 299 members, 284 members
actuallysigned the Constitution.

Session of Constituent Assembly, December 1946

The Constituent Assembly appointed a total of 13 committees to deal with different tasks
of constitution-making, Out of these, eight were major committees and the others were
minor committees.
