 Explain Henri Fayol’s 14 Principles of Management.

Henri Fayol, a French management thinker, introduced 14 Principles of Management to guide managers in planning, organizing, and controlling activities in an organisation. These principles help managers maintain discipline, improve efficiency, and achieve organisational goals. Each principle explains how managers should behave and how work should be carried out.
1. Division of Work
This principle says that work should be divided among employees based on their skills. When each person does a specific task repeatedly, they become more skilled and efficient.
2. Authority
Authority means the right to give orders and expect obedience. A manager must have authority to get work done, along with responsibility for the results.
3. Discipline
Discipline means following rules, agreements, and proper behaviour. Good discipline helps maintain order and smooth functioning in the organisation.
4. Unity of Command
According to this principle, every employee should receive orders from only one superior. This avoids confusion and prevents conflicts in instructions.
5. Unity of Direction
All activities that have the same objective should be grouped together and managed under one plan. This ensures coordinated efforts toward a single goal.
6. Subordination of Individual Interest to General Interest
The interests of the organisation should be more important than the personal interests of employees. This encourages teamwork and organisational growth.
7. Remuneration
Employees should be paid fair and satisfactory wages. Fair payment increases motivation and reduces employee dissatisfaction.
8. Centralisation
Centralisation refers to the concentration of decision-making power. Depending on the situation, an organisation may use more centralisation or decentralisation to improve efficiency.
9. Scalar Chain
Scalar chain means there should be a clear line of authority from top management to the lowest level. This ensures proper communication and responsibility.
10. Order
Order means keeping everything in its proper place—both people and materials. A well-organised workplace saves time and reduces confusion.
11. Equity
Equity means managers should treat employees with fairness, kindness, and justice. Fair treatment increases loyalty and reduces conflicts.
12. Stability of Tenure
Employees should have job security and should not be changed frequently. Stability helps them perform better and reduces training costs.
13. Initiative
Employees should be encouraged to take initiative and suggest new ideas. This builds confidence and improves organisational creativity.
14. Esprit de Corps
Esprit de Corps means team spirit. Managers should encourage teamwork, unity, and mutual trust among employees to increase productivity.
