1. As per the directions of the C.C.E, A.P and in order to provide international compatibility to our
assessment system, choice based credit system was introduced w.e.f. from the academic year 2015-2016.
2. It is proposed to replace the present Syllabus for 3™ and 4™ semesters students of B.A English
Literature with the syllabus being adopted by the affiliating University. However we may be permitted
to replace William Congreve’s “ Way Of The World” with Sheridan’s “The Rivals”.
