Foreword.....

Language is nothing but a source of communication, a
medium of conveying our ideas to one another. Language is a set of
human habits, the purpose of which is to give expression to
thoughts and feelings. In this era of globalization, Information and
Communication Technology, Telugu has a special and predominant
role in the communicative sphere of the world. It has a special
identity in the field of education. While teaching, a teacher has to
keep in mind the aims and objectives of the subject. Teaching
requires certain directions, after all success of teaching depends
upon its aims and objectives. It is the language of opportunities in
academic and employment. Keeping this in mind, the Department
of Telugu has made every effort to update itself in terms of the

syllabi, teaching methodology and pattern of evaluation.

A number of changes have been ushered to make
language learning meaningful, creative and purposeful to the
growing demands of the industry. The Telugu Language Text has
become a springboard for imparting Listening, Speaking, Reading
and Writing skills. The conventional teaching of prose, poetry, short
story and drama has been totally revamped. The Teacher centric
lecture method has been replaced by student -centric
Communicative Language Teaching. Learner independence is
ensured at every level by giving top priority to activities.

Pedagogical methods are being applied for a multi-pronged



approach to impart skills. Role Plays, Group Discussions, seminars,
Debates and surveys are made an essential part of teaching

activities.

Challenges before the Telugu language teachers in India
are enormous and apparent. Teachers should be able to cater to the
practical needs of learners to make them competent enough to
interact with one another and also to retrieve information from all
over the world. At present, the challenges visible before the Telugu
language teachers in India are diverse and it is necessary for them to
shape up accordingly to meet the demands of the day-to-day life. By
using conventional methods, maximum time will be consumed in
exercises and drilling, dealing with grammar and pronunciation

which takes away a large portion of class time.

Therefore, teaching Telugu is considered as a
challenging task. Thus, to meet the present-day challenges in
teaching Telugu, first of all, Telugu should not be treated as a
subject as it is to be used actively in interacting with one another

throughout the world.

The Department has fully utilized Autonomy and the
vast experience accrued over three cycles of NAAC assessment to
add or delete the syllabi to match the learner standards and market
needs. The department has also started a Certificate Course in

Telugu for Competitive Examinations.



Changes have been affected in the evaluation pattern
also. Testing pattern is designed to maximize creativity and avoid
ready-made mugged up answers. Online testing is made mandatory
for 10 marks in the internal examinations. The Essay type questions
in 250 words carrying 8 - 10 marks have been replaced by short
answer questions in 75 - 100 words carrying 4-8 marks. Multiple
Choice Questions have been made compulsory in Special Telugu
both to cover the syllabi and to ensure success in PG Entrance
Examinations NET and SET. The SEE and CIA ratio has been
enhanced from 60:40 to 50:50 from 2019-20 and the same holds good
during 2025-26 also.

COVID-19 has totally changed the very face of Higher
Education. The teacher-taught relationship has been snapped
suddenly. One of the disguised blessings of Corona is the increasing
demand for online teaching. Though it is no way new to the field of
education nor is it a complete substitute it has come up as the

ultimate resort to all the teachers.

Thus, keeping in view the current scenario, the
Department of Telugu has taken special care to design and deliver
the content in such a way that the takeover to online method will be
smooth and easy both for the student and the teacher as well. The
Department is geared to deliver 40% of the content online and
modify the same as per the instructions of the State and Central

Governments from time to time.



The following steps have been initiated in the present
Academic year:

» The application of Bloom's Taxonomy to full extent both in the
General and Special Telugu has been overdue. Meticulous
care has been taken in the designing of question papers
implementing Bloom's Taxonomy at all six levels-Knowledge,
understanding, application, analysis, synthesis and creation.

» Under Life Skill Courses for the students of I semester, the
Department has undertaken to design the question paper for

the course titled “Communication Skills”.

» This year, the Department has introduced yet another
Certificate Course titled “Telugu for Competitive
Examinations” by designing the syllabus and question paper

adopting models from various competitive examinations.

» Under the Community Service Project, the Department has
designed unique topics bearing in mind the social relevance

and ability to offer real-time experience to students.

> As part of Industrial Connect Program, the Department is
planning to obtain MOUs for internships and employment to
the students of B.A Special Telugu in various Schools,
Colleges, Press and Publication alongwith industries located

in and around Kakinada.
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The Department hopes these changes will certainly
deliver the intended results and reward the students with better
learning experience, improved language skills and thereby

successful career in academics and employment.

ORDER:

The autonomous colleges, in alignment with their vision, mission, stated objectives, and core values, are
mandated to design and develop their own outcome-based curricula. This must be done with due
consideration for societal, local, and global industry requirements, employability, and the development of
industry-ready and transferable skills. Accordingly, every programme shall prescribe Course Outcomes
(COs), Programme Outcomes (POs), and Programme Specific Outcomes (PSOs) along with a suitable
learning outcome assessment management system, supported by a robust and transparent evaluation
mechanism to measure attainment levels among students.
Further, the A.P. State Council of Higher Education (APSCHE) has introduced a revised curricular
framework effective from the Academic Year 2025-26, incorporating Skill Enhancement Courses, Multi-
Disciplinary courses, the Indian Knowledge System and a revised credit structure.
Our institution, from the Academic Year 2022-23 onwards, has defined a renewed vision and mission
along with updated objectives and core values, necessitating the design and reorientation of its academic
and research administration in line with these directives.
In light of the above responsibilities prescribed by the institution’s vision and mission, NEP-2020,
NAAC, NIRF, and the APSCHE’s revised and new UG and P.G. curricular framework, it is imperative to
customize, design, and re-orient our academic and research activities to meet the expectations of students,
industries, and government stakeholders.
Accordingly, the Chairpersons of the U.G and P.G Boards of Studies (BoS) of various departments are
hereby requested to make necessary arrangements to convene their BoS meetings before 09 Aug 2025.
The Chairpersons are further instructed to:
1. Prepare the curricula and extracurricular activities for the Academic Year 2025-26 in line with the
institution’s vision, mission, NEP—2020, and NIRF norms.
2. Devise an appropriate evaluation system to ensure effective learning outcomes and holistic student
development.
3. Ensure that the curriculum design includes a mandatory 20% revision of the syllabus each year
without deviating from the APSCHE prescribed syllabus.
4. If the syllabus is not prescribed by APSCHE/Affiliating University, then the syllabus is to be

curricula and to invite suggestions for improvements.

Invite the University nominee, subject experts, industry representatives, student representatives,
and parent representatives well in advance. The meeting notice shall clearly specify the date,
venue, and agenda, and a soft copy of the agenda and relevant documents shall be circulated for
their perusal.

Ensure that the subject experts invited preferably hold a Doctorate with at least 10 years of
teaching experience and have relevant expertise in designing industry-related, market- and job-
oriented curricula.

Facilitate thorough deliberations on curriculum design, evaluation methods, incorporation of
research components, measures to enhance learning experiences, and optimal utilization of existing
human, physical, and ICT resources.

Conduct all BoS meetings in offline mode. Online participation shall be permitted only under

exceptional circumstances.

. Prescribe benchmarking and quality initiatives in pedagogy and learning, including strategies for

curriculum design and teaching-learning processes, in collaboration with the IQAC Coordinator,

prior to the BoS meeting.

. Ensure that a minimum student attendance of 75% shall be required for eligibility to appear for I

& 11 Mid-Term Examinations under the CIA component; this shall be formally approved in the
BoS meeting.

Approve any new programmes to be introduced for the Academic Year 2025-26, the number and
frequency of certificate courses, and SWAYAM MOOCs courses.

Submit the approved BOS copies in the prescribed format, in quadruplicate (hard copies) to the
Academic Cell for onward submission to the IQAC, Examination Cell, and Library, within three
days of the meeting and upload the soft copy in their respective department web pages in the
college website.

Ensure strict alignment of all recommendations and curriculum changes with the institution’s
vision and mission.
